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Meeting called to order at 12:05 PM ET.

Link to the Revised Draft Standard

Rick Dixon to describe process moving forward (voting procedure and public comment)
Rick will send out an electronic ballot where respondents can answer YES or NO with or without comment.
Every public comment received is required to have a response. The comments can be either
· Accept
· Accept in Principle: Agreeing with the concept but disagreeing with the proposed solution
· Reject
The Task Group recommends a response to the comment that the SDC votes on.

Commenters are given 30 days to appeal.
The first draft requires a 45-day comment period.
The comment period will repeat until no further comments are received.
The ballot will go out early next week. The ballot period is 10 business days.

Questions/concerns about updated draft of 1550
Chris provided an overview of the major changes to the draft Standard.

Mark Webster asked how practitioners should determine default values. Practitioners should refer to the value table. There is not a higher level of data, so the default tables are minimum values.

Webly asked if the Standard has gone through RESNET Standards review. Minor changes do not have to go before the SDC for approval. Editorial review will be done after the Standard is voted on and passes public comment.

Nathan asked what next steps would occur after the vote. Training and certification will be developed in parallel with the public comment period as well as a quality assurance program.

Robert asked why carbon capture activities were excluded from life cycle phases.
Onsite carbon capture activities were excluded because they occur outside of the life cycle phases. The Committee could not find a way to include a calculation procedure for this as it is difficult to determine.

Next steps: The Standard will move forward with an electronic ballot to be distributed by Rick Dixon to SDC members.
