And if I recall correctly the argument made to match the penalty in CSE, was comparing the modeled air gap in this standard to the reduction in total R-value of 10% in CSE, but did not considered what the actual reduction in R-value was from increasing the 5% penalty to 10%.

Insulated surfaces categorized as “Grade III” Not Properly Installed shall be modeled with the Assessed R-value that is determined in accordance with Appendix A for 90% of the insulated surface area and such that there is no insulation R-Value for 5 10 5 percent of the insulated surface area.,3 and its measured or labeled value, including other adjustments,[footnoteRef:2] for the remainder of the insulated surface area (not including framing or other structural materials).
