The draft of Std 310-202x correctly updates to the Specific Fan Power terminology within the body, striking out all mention of “efficiency” in this context.  However, Informative footnote 17 retains the term “efficiency” and mixes it with the Specific Fan Power terminology.  All instances of “efficiency” should be struck out in this footnote.

 (Informative Note) In such cases, the Blower Fan efficiencySpecific Fan Power need not be calculated as it should not affect the energy consumption of the home. This is based on the assumption that, in the absence of significant ductwork, the operating fan Specific Fan Power efficiency will equal the rated fan Specific Fan Power efficiency and thus is already captured by the Manufacturer’s Equipment Performance Rating. For example, the EER rating of a room AC will reflect the Specific Fan Power efficiency of the Blower Fan it contains, and the installation will not degrade the performance of the Blower Fan.
